New volcanic tuff rock clad platform 
to form extension of existing Tidal Pool path, 
providing tide dependent access from beach
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Expressed joint between new and 
existing historic rock paths

Design Rationale:
•  Provides ephemeral access to Tidal Pool from beach (from the west)
•  Provides access to foreshore from North Head Track (from the east)
•  Informal tide dependent access between Tidal Pool and boardwalk
•  Volcanic tuff rock work already used around tidal pool
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Area between Tidal Pool and boardwalk / 
steps left untouched and intended to be used 
as an informal tide dependent coastal access, 
similar to Takapuna to Milford Walkway
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Existing tuff rock 
wall replaced and 
planted with Oioi 
behind

Existing path cut into rock outcrop to be 
retained and form part of the proposed path

Existing man-made breakwater 
Fragments of broken concrete currently littering 
area surrounding Tidal Pool to be salvaged and 
used for hardfill of proposed paving
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
